UNDER THE CLUSTER ‘OTHER WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION’ 

Madam Chair,

I have the honour to introduce the following draft resolution on behalf of the Non-Aligned Movement (NAM) for the consideration of the Committee. 

Under this cluster, we will submit a draft resolution entitled “Measures to uphold the authority of the 1925 Geneval Protocol” as contained in document L.5 under agenda item 90 (c). There are only two technical up-dating on the draft resolution in PP.1 and OP.4.

We continue to renew our call to all States to observe strictly to the principles and objectives of the 1925 General Protocol. We also call upon States, that have not yet done so, to withdraw their reservations to this Protocol. We believe that this act will positively contribute to achieve effective progress towards general and complete disarmament under strict and effective international control. 

We do hope that all member states would render their support to this draft resolution.

STATEMENT BY INDONESIA ON BEHALF OF THE NON-ALIGNED MOVEMENT

AT THE  INTRODUCTION AND CONSIDERATION OF 

ALL DRAFT RESOLUTIONS OR DECISIONS 

Madam Chair,

Allow me now to introduce the following draft resolutions on behalf of the NAM for the consideration of the Committee. These draft resolutions have been crafted with some technical up-dating from the previous resolutions.  

First, a draft resolution as contained in document L.6 entitled “Promotion of multilateralism in the area of disarmament and non​proliferation”, under agenda item 9o (i), NAM believes strongly in multilateralism and multilaterally agreed solutions, in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations, as the only sustainable way of addressing disarmament and international security issues. NAM also believes that it is critical for the General Assembly to adopt such resolution to reflect our continued conviction in the role of the United Nations in the area of disarmament and non-proliferation. NAM underscores that multilateralism as the core principle of negotiations in the area of disarmament and non-proliferation with a view to maintaining and strengthening universal norms and enlarging their scope.

Second, a draft resolution as contained in document L.7 on “Observance of environmental norms in the drafting and implementation of agreements on disarmament and arms control”, under agenda item 90 (j). NAM considers that the continued sustainability of the global environment is an issue of utmost importance, especially for our succeeding generations. We should collectively endeavour to ensure that necessary measures are taken to preserve and protect the environment especially in the formulation and implementation of agreements concerning disarmament and arms control. We call upon all Member States to ensuring the application of scientific and technological processes in the framework of international security, disarmament and other related fields without detriment to the environment or to its effective contribution to attaining sustainable development.

Third, with regard to draft resolution in document L.8 on “Relationship between disarmament and development”, under agenda item 90 (k), NAM believes that the symbiotic relationship between disarmament and development and the important role of security in this connection cannot be denied. NAM is concerned at the increasing global military expenditures, which could otherwise be spent on development, poverty eradication and elimination of diseases, in particular in the developing countries. NAM reiterates the importance of exercising restraint in military expenditure, so that human and financial resources thus saved can be used for the on-going efforts to eradicate poverty and achieve the Millennium Development Goals. In this connection, NAM welcomes the report of the Group of Governmental Experts on the relationship between disarmament and development, and its reappraisal of this significant issue in the current international context.
