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Mr. President,

We would like to draw attention to an important event which took place
after the end of the first part of this vear's CD session and is directly related to
our work. I mean the adoption on April 13 by the UNGA of the International
Convention for the Suppression of Acts of Nuclear Terrorism.

Mr. President,

Scientific and technological progress, use of its achievements by
terrorists, emergence of the so-called high-tech terrorism, and the main threat —
risk of mastering by terrorists of WMD, genetic engineering, biotechnogenic and
information technologies — make international terrorism as dangerous as never
before.

It goes without saying that the use of combat component of WMD for
terrorist purposes is quite difficult in terms of either manufacturing or theft and,
consequently, is unlikely. At the same time, improvised WMD systems can
become a universal mean of influencing the most important interests of states.
Acts of sabotage and subversion at the WMD manufacturing, storage and
transportation facilities are also extremely dangerous.

The factor of possible appearance of WMD in the hands of terrorists
allows to consider antiterrorist activity as inseparable from another important
track, i.e. non-proliferation.

The global character of the terrorist threat confirms that security in
modern world is indivisible and, hence, the fight against security threats must be
collective. One of the directions of such a collective work is further working out
new antiterrorist legal mechanisms, as well as universalization and improvement
of the existing ones.

The International Convention for the Suppression of Acts of Nuclear
Terrorism adopted by the UN General Assembly was worked out on the basis of
the draft introduced by Russia in 1997. For the first time an antiterrorist
convention has been developed by the international community in a preemptive
way, Le. before a terrorist act with the use of nuclear material and other
radioactive substances is committed. This is the first universal treaty aimed at
prevention of terrorist acts of mass destruction.

In a situation when international terrorist structures seek to possess
nuclear potential, the adoption of such treaty is of paramount importance,
primarily for maintaining international peace and security. The Convention



the substantive work of the CD could also give us a chance to consider within
this forum new additional issues which are in line with its status and profile.

Russia proceeds from the understanding that the Conference on
Disarmament is an important and irreplaceable forum whose unique potential
should be fully explored. In our opinion, the stalemate in substantive work of the
CD can not be explained — eitber fully or in part — by whatsoever
"disfunctionality” of its existing decision-making procedures. The Conference is
not affected by whatsoever paralysis provoked by these procedures. The
problem is not in procedures, but in positions of the states. We should support
and develop positive moments and movement towards agreement. Naturally,
this will require more political will and readiness for compromise based on
mutual respect of the interests and concerns of all member-states.

The adoption of the Convention for the Suppression of Acts of Nuclear
Terrorism proves once again that if states have a political will 1t 1s absolutely
feasible even today to reach collective consensus decisions on the most topical
issues of international security.

Russia has already shown its flexibility, we are ready for an intensive
work with a view to reach a compromise on the Programme of work of the CD
and are expecting the steps in the same direction by other member-states.
