


well as perfection of efficiency of monitoring systems on maintenance of safe traffics
in a circumterrestrial space.

At the same time, it is necessary to take mto account that by their nature the
specified Codes of Conduct are not legally binding. In this connection, Belarus
believes that real space security can be achieved only under condition of adoption of
the universal Treaty on the Prohibition of Emplacement of Weapons in Outer Space.

In our opinion, first real contribution to prevention of space weaponization is a
voluntary pledge by the Russian Federation not to be the first to deploy a weapon of
any kind in outer space.

In this connection we would like to remind that on June, 23, 2005, Heads of
States Parties to the Collective Security Treaty Organization - Armenia, Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Kyrghyzstan, Russia and Tadjikistan have made sinular declarations.

In view of the aforesaid, the Belarusian side supports joming this Moratorium
by all states with space potential.

We believe, that step-by-step strategy in the sphere of strengthening of space
security will prove successful only if all states with space potential, will refrain in
practice from space weaponization, and steadily move towards the adoption of legally
binding tools guaranteeing a total ban on emplacement of weapons in outer space.
