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Distinguished Delegates, 

I informed you earlier about the results of the bilateral consultations that I conducted 
with all CD delegations. I noted concems or uneasiness with regard to the CD's work 
and future, but there is an overall expectation towards this year's Presidents to start 
discussions and create conditions for deliberations on substance that would bring us 
closer towards the adoption of the long awaited programme of work. Therefore, as 
consensus on the establishment of any subsidiary body nor on a programme of work 
does not exist, wc have to continue efforts in bridging differences aimed at looking for 
consensus, At the begiIming of the session we have adopted agenda and we agreed that 
agenda is wide enough to deal with all issues relevant to the international security 
environment. Therefore, this agenda is thc framcwork for our activities, The lack 
of conscnsus on programme of work should not prcvcnt us from organising debates 
aimed at reaching it. 

Since autumn 2005 the 6 Presidents of the CD in the 2006 session (Poland, Republic 
of Korea, Romania, Russian Federation, Senegal and Slovakia) cooperated closely on 
seeking possibilities for the progress in the work of the CD this year. 

The CD Presidents bear special responsibility for shaping this year's delibcrations 
in a way that will enable discussions that might bring us closer to achieving consensus 
on the programme of work. The swift adoption of the agenda for this year's scssion 
cnabled us to conduct fruitful consultations, which led us to agreement among the P6 
and understanding among the CD delcgations about the possible shape of debates this 
year. 

Taking into account the flexibility expressed by majority of thc delegations 
in thc course of our consultations, the P6 have joined efforts and want to inform 
the Confcrence about thc timc-table of CD Presidents' activities in 2006 session, 

It is our understanding that more focused discussions throughout this year should take 
place in relation to relevant agenda items. 
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Let me now indicate a few basic assumptions that all P6 share. 

I. Each Prcsidcnt throughout the ycar will conduct general debates in the form 
of plenary meetings which will allow for a rolling discussion on all agcnda 
items. 

2. In addition to general debates, the P6 intends to allow for focused structured 
debates to allow delegations to prepare and to invitc cxpcrts. Evcry President 
will conduct consultations in order to properly structurc and preparc those 
debates (including determining how many meetings will reflect existing 
substance and willingness of delegations to take the floor). Substance of the 
debates will be based on proposals made by Member States, including those 
contained in official CD documents, working papers and other 
recommendations and proposals by States. Accordingly, the rule 30 of the Rules 
of Procedure will apply to these debates. 

3. Each President is also encouraged to reserve time for the possibility to report 
on findings by the Friends of Presidents and to allow for discussion in the CD 
on those findings, if it deems necessary. 

Last, but not least, the "time table" is without prejudice to any future decisions 
of this Conference on its programme of work or the establishment of any 
subsidiary body. Let me underline that the "time-table" is supposed to create just 
an opportunity for CD members to hold focused and structured debates and it is up to 
the delegations how they wish to use it. 

Now, please allow mc to inform you about details of the P6 intentions for the focused 
structured debates: 

During the Presidency of the Republic of Korea: 

From 2th February till 3rd March - agenda item 1&2 - with general focus 
on nuclear disarmament; 

During the Presidency of Romania: 

From 15th May tilll9'h May - agenda item 1&2 - with generalfoells on FMCT; 

During the Presidency ofthc Russian Federation: 

From 8th June till 1St/I June - agenda item 3; 

From 19th June till 23rd June - agenda item 5; 

During the Presidency of Senegal: 

Prom 31st July till 4th August - agenda item 4; 

From t h August till IIt/· August - agenda item 6; 

During the Presidency of Slovakia: 

From 2pt August til/25th August - agenda item 7; 

From 4th September till 15th September - agenda item 8. 

The P6 hopcs that the announcement of the Presidencies plans will be a useful tool 
which will bring positive results for thc CD.
